After harvest, the pristine fruit is gently pressed and
fermented at cool temperatures to produce this delicate, yet intense wine, balanced with crisp natural
acidity, typical of the renowned Eden Valley region of the Barossa.

COLOUR +« Pale to mid straw with a tinge of green around the rim.
NOSE . Citrus blossom, talc with hints of lime.

PALATE . Lime, tropical fruits with hints of banana dominate the fruity palate which is balanced with
fresh, lively and zingy acidity.

FOOD MATCHING . Freshly shucked oysters, Salsa, Fresh Salads, Seared Scallops.
